 Note: If you are putting the brace on the long way like in the third image on the front pages, step 3 will not be 

the same. Refer to step 7 once you get to that point, then continue as normal 
 

 
Tools needed:  Two 9/16” wrenches and one 1/2” wrench 

 
 

1) Put the brace bracket (#4) onto your dock leg by first having the dock leg removed from the dock. If the leg is already 
attached to the dock you can remove it by: 

a. Loosening square head bolts per Diagram A, and sliding the leg out per Diagram B.  
b. Then slide the brackets onto the leg from the top. 
c. Now put the legs back into the dock and tighten the square head bolts back down. 

2) Slide the lower brace (#3) into upper brace (#2), put a ½” square nut (#6) into the channel on the upper brace (see 
Diagram C). Flat side of nut goes towards the bolt head. Start bolt (#8) into nut and into tube slightly to hold nut in 
place, do not tighten all the way at this time.  

3) Attach braces to brace brackets by putting a bolt (#9) through both, then putting the nut (#5) on. Per Diagram D.   
4) Tighten upper & lower bolts on both braces with two 9/16” wrenches.  
5) Tighten set bolt on both braces with ½” wrench. Per Diagram E. 
6) To finish, go back through and tighten all bolts. 
7) IF you are running the braces the long way (third picture on the front two pages) You will need to connect two extra 

brackets to the dock. Do this by: 
a. Sliding a bolt (#7) into the dock raceway Per Diagram F 
b. Attaching the hinge (#1) to the bolt using a nut (#5) Per Diagram G 
c. Now attach the brace to the hinge with a bolt (#8) and a nut (#5) Per Diagram H 
d. The bottom of the brace is connected the same as in step 3
